After your mind has become a blank slate, hot stones are placed on your 
body, relieving any aches and pains. Heated pouches filled with organic 
herbs and essential oils (also placed over the body) will appeal to your 
sense of smell especially with customizable blends like jasmine and 
sandalwood or lemongrass and ginger. The treatment wraps up with a 
massage that leaves you too serene to form even one cohesive thought.
